On-Street Parking Restrictions adjacent to Edna Staebler Public School
Over the past several months, City Staff have received complaints regarding the on-street parking within the area of Edna Staebler Public School.  As well, there are concerns regarding the school generated traffic which will commence in September 2008.  The existing regulations for all streets within the area (both sides) are 3 hour parking and no parking 2:30 am to 6:00 am.  
The pavement widths on these streets are narrow.  When vehicles park opposite each other, it is very difficult to manoeuvre safely down the street.  During the winter, the snow plows could not safely plow the roads; there was not enough room between the parked cars.  Vehicles are also parking so close to driveways that it is difficult for the residents to have safe ingress and egress from their own property.  Concern has also been expressed regarding safe and timely access for emergency services.
The school has been designed with a drop off area adjacent to Bernay Drive; parents will be able to pick up and drop off in this area but not park and exit their vehicles.  As with all schools, the City will be recommending the installation of no stopping anytime signs on the north side of Bernay adjacent to the school property as well as no stopping restrictions from 8:00 to 9:00 am, 2:30 pm to 3:30 pm on the opposite side of Bernay Drive.  Please see the attached map for further information.

In addition to the above changes, we are recommending the following:
· No parking Anytime on the inside of Sauve Crescent (to use the existing street light poles)
· No Parking Anytime on the west side of Chablis Drive (to use the existing street light poles)

It is our practice to contact all abutting property owners when making changes to the on-street parking system. The comments received aid staff with the final decision. Staff would like your comments (positive or negative) prior to June 16, 2008.
City Council will be receiving a report with the recommendations on Monday June 23, 2008 in the Council Chambers, Waterloo City Centre, 100 Regina Street South, at a time to be determined.
